What is Home Education?

* Home education is an educational option
that is completely parent-directed with only
minimal regulation or oversight by the State.

* Parents determine their child’s educational
path and the plan for reaching their goals.

e Students in a home education program are
free to learn and explore at their own pace,
in any location or at any time of the day.

What are the requirements?

e The parent must register each child in a
home education program with their school
district.

e The parent must maintain a portfolio of
records and materials and provide an
annual evaluation of the educational
progress of each child.

e The parent is not required to be a certified
teacher

Los padres deben mantener un portafolio
de registros y materiales, y proveer una
evaluacion anual del progreso educativo de
cada nino.

Los padres no necesitan ser maestros
certificados.
